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FOOTBALL 

When y ou start the season w ith a 

30-0 loss, you hav e nowhere to go 

but up. 

The Washington and Lee football 

Generals followed that adage to its 

fullest extent in 1 985, winning seven 

of its last e ight games and tying for 

first place in the Old Dominion Athletic 

Conference. 

The Generals rose to such heights 

on the wings of junior tailback Kevin 

Weaver, who rewrote the W&L 

football record books and led the 

nation in scoring, piling up an average 

of 1 3 . B points per game. Weaver's 

1 45. 1 yards per game average was 

also good enough for fourth in NCAA 

Division Ill. 

The season became a game of 

can-you-top-this for both the team 

and its star running back. Game 1 

was a disappointment for both team 

and player. Weaver missed the entire 

game due to a knee injury and the 

team was held scoreless by the 

Wasps of Emory and Henry, who later 

shared the conference crown with 

W&L. The Wasps scored 30 against 
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the Generals, who were plagued by 

four turnovers during the afternoon. 

Head coach Gary Fallon, who was 

looking to lead his troops to their sixth 

straight winning season, said he was 

not discouraged by the shutout. He 

cited the play of the W&L defense, 

who allowed only one touchdown (the 

rest coming via turnovers), as one of 

the bright spots. But the coach was in 

an even brighter mood when doctors 

okayed Weaver for W&L's next game, 

the home-opener against Centre. 

The Generals proceeded to go on a 

tear that would give them decisive 

victories in their next six stra1ght 

games. Against Centre, it was the 

defense standing tall to deny a Colonel 

touchdown in the wan1ng seconds and 

preserve the 7-3 victory. 

The first win started a trend that 

would run through the next five 

games. The contests' scripts must 

have come from the same writer as 

W&L time and again fell behind early 

and roared back to get the victory. 

"Roared" is an understatement, In five 

games W&L put 1 48 points on the 

board. Weaver sacred 1 4 touchdowns 

in the five-game run. 

The ODAC was set on its ear when 

on the first Saturday in October, the 

Generals knocked off pre-sesason 

conference favorite Randolph Macon, 

31 -1 9. The odds heading into the 

game weren't promising for W&L 

fans. Not only were the Generals 0-1 

in the ODAC, they had only managed a 

touchdown in two games, not enough 

offense when you're facing a squad 

that's averaging 27 points per outing. 

Weaver, classmate .Jon Thornton 

and senior receiver Chris Bleggi lit up 

the scoreboard for W&L. Weaver 

rushed for two touchdowns, Thornton 

threw for two and Bleggi caught two 

in leading the Generals to the w1n that 

propelled the Generals back into 

contention for the conference lead. In 

addition to his two touchdowns, 

Weaver rushed for over 1 00 yards 

for the second straight time. His 

two-game performance put him atop 

the ODAC rushing statistics. 

The scoring continued when W&L 

returned to Lexington for 

Homecoming W eekend to play 

Maryville. The Generals throttled the 

Scots of Maryvi lle, 42-17, for a 

pleasant Homecoming victory. The 

Maryvil le game marked a clash 

between the conference's best 

passing offense and its best pass1ng 

defense. W&L hauled in six 

interceptions. Thornton threw four 
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touchdown p a sses (two each t o B leggi 

and s e nior Hugh F inkelstein) and 

Weaver added two more t ouc h downs 

to his growing total as t he Gen erals 

scored 35 unanswered points in t he 

second h alf. 

In Game 5 , Weave r and the 

G enerals spoiled H ampden-S y dney's 

Homecoming W eekend with a 32-20 

d efeat of the Tiger s. The W&L 

passing attack fell silent and so it was 

u p to the junior tailback t o t a k e 

matte rs into his own h ands. The 

Tigers didn't e ven have a c h ance to 

get the number of the truck that hit 

them. Weaver's 1 73 yards and -

c o unt 'em! - F IVE touchdowns led 

W&L to its fourth win in a row. The 

ju nior's scoring effort set a new 

sch ool record. Weaver and the W&L 

defense, who stopped the Tigers 

twice in the f inal five m inutes of the 

first half , had the OOAC talking and 

even some others talking about a 

p ossible bid to the Division Ill national 

tournament. 

The Generals did little to end such 

talk when they spoiled another 

Homecoming, this one at the 

University of the South by a 36-20 

count. Another record went by the 

wayside as Weaver rushed for 225 

years during the afternoon. For the 

fifth straight game, the Generals fell 

behind early as Sewanee took a 1 4-0 

lead midway into the first period. But 

t he defense again was tough when it 

h ad to be, shutting out the T igers for 

the last 22 minutes of play, and 

Weaver scored four touchdowns and 

handed-off to Bleggi on a reverse for 

another to give W&L its f ifth win of 

t he season. 

The General's final ODAC game 

c ould have been ugly, what with W&L 

leading the conference and its 

o pponent, Bridgewater, bringing up 

the rear. But the weather smiled on 

the Eagle s a nd prevented a massacre. 

T o r rentia l rains poured throughout 

the afternoon and the Gen erals could 

only manage one touchdown (scored 

by guess who?J. T he d efense earned 

t he shutout, foiling the E agles' 

greatest threat when s e nior Tim 

..Janyska picked off a pass. 

The win propelled the Gener als t o 

N o . 6 in Divis io n Ill's South region, but 

the ta lk of a b id to the national 

tournament ceased when W &L faced 

defeat for the first t 1me in two 

months at the hands of Pennsylvania's 

Ursinus Col lege. Despite Weaver's 

seventh stra ight 1 DO-yard 

performance, the Generals were 

upended by the B ears 26-23. A late 
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rally that Included a Thornton TO pass 

to junior Randy Brown and a Weaver 

touchdown came up short. 

Not overly d ismayed, the Generals 

and W eaver came back to Lexington 

with two goals: to beat Washington 

Untversity and to get Kevin Weaver 

one more record, the school 

sing le-season rushtng record. No 

sweat. 

Saving their best stuff for the 

second half, Weaver and the Generals 

blew by the Bears With a 29-1 4 w1n 

and a 207 -yard afternoon for the 

junior running back that put h1m once 

again in the W&L record book. 

The Generals ftnished the season in 

a tie for first in the conference With 

R andolph-Macon and Emory and 

Henry. Weaver ftnished the season as 

the holder of four school records: 

single-game scoring, stngle-game 

r u shing, single-season rushing, 

s ingle-season scoring. 

But the JUn ior and some of h is 

t eammates weren't finished earning 

t h e honors. W eaver was named 

OOAC Player-of-the-Year and first 

team r u nning back, while two other 

Generals, defensive back .Janyska and 

sophomor e offensive tackle .John 

Packett, also were named to the first 

team. 

Named to the OOAC's second team 

were seniors B leggi (tig ht end), 

Finkel s t e in (wide receiver), Alex 

Castell i (defensive tackle) and .John 

Sande r s (offensive guardl. Freshman 

Tom S keen, who led the team in 

tackles , was named to the second 

team as a linebacker and a punter. 

In the final O O A C statistics, Weaver 

led in rushing and scoring, Finkelstein 

was fourth in rece tving, Skeen was 

sec ond in punting, and Skeen and 

.Janyska tied for fourth in 

interceptions. The team was third 1n 

team defense and second in rushing 

offense. 

W eaver was also named the state's 

best college-level (NCAA Divisions II 

and IIIJ football player by the Richmond 

T ouchdown Club and was selected to 

the second team All -State (all 

divisions) by The Roanoke Times & 

World News, a fitting concluston to a 

season that - for Weaver and the 

team - started down, but ended all 

the way up at the top.

For the second year in a r ow, the 

Washington and L ee water polo 

Generals were stopped by one team 

all seasons: Richmond. The Spiders 

defeated W&L five times in 1 9B5 -

almost half of the Generals' losses for 

the season - to take the Southern 

League Championship. 

But there were a goodly number of 

positive things for W&L polo. Head 

c oach Page Remillard earned his 

200th career coaching victory with a 

late-season win over George 

Washington, and the Generals' 19-14 

record was the eighth straight winning 

season for water polo at W&L. 

The season started in 

exclamation-point fashion with a 36-2 

victory over Lynchburg at the W&L 

Fall Classic. After slipping against 

.Johns Hopkins, the Generals fought 

their way back and earned a spot in 

the final against Richmond. The 

Spiders were too strong for W&L 

early in the season, winning 1 6-6.

W&L won four games, 

defeating Lynchburg, George 

Washington, North Carolina -

Wilmington and VCU by an average 

m argin of 1 3, but lost the fifth 

contest of the weekend to the Spiders 

by a 13-7 score. But th1s meet1ng of 

W&L and Richmond was the closest of 

the year up to this point and head 

coach Remillard saw the changes as a 

result of the Generals forcing the 

action getting Spiders to play W&L's 

game.

Roadtrip was indeed the answer as 

W&L traveled to Tennessee and found 

a haven from defeat. Getting strong 

goaltending from sophomore Chris 

Gareis, the Generals shut out the 

University of the South and DDAC 

rival Maryville during their weekend in 

the Volunteer State. Five different 

players scored W&L's five goals in the 

two games: senior captain Billy 

Holmes, junior Corky Parkinson, 

sophomore Charles Lyle, freshmen 

Mike Veliuona and classmate Sarber 



notched h1s fifth tally of the season. 

W&L returned to Lexington and 

continued its winning way, coupled 

w1th its growing defens1ve prowess. 

The Generals turned away the 

cross-town r1val Keydets , 3-0, to 

ra1se the1r record to 5-3. Sarber 

scored h1s sixth and Veliuona h1s 

second in four days to pace the W&L 

win. Gareis again was stubborn 1n 

goal, earning his f1fth shutout of the 

season. 

G ame No. 9 marked the toughest 

loss of the year for W&L, a 2-1 

double-overt1me loss on the road to 

Gettysburg. Sarber was aga1n the 

offensive punch for the Generals. 

The season's f1nal three games 

suffered offensively, as the Generals 

scored only once and lost tw1ce, but 

the oppos1te was the case defensively 

as Chr1s Gare1s added another 

shutout to his collection. W&L, 

courtesy a goal from junior Ken 

Randby, dumped Hampden-Sydney, 

1 -0, for 1ts sixth and final win of the 

season. 

The rema1ning two games saw W&L 

come up short aga1nst two strong 

opponents. Roanoke, battling 

Lynchburg for the first place in the 

ODAC, shutout the Generals 2 -0 . The 

M aroons eventually f1nished second in 

the conference. The Generals 

concluded their season w1th a 2-0 loss 

on the road to Liberty, a team that 

gave up only five goals in 1 6 games. A 

f1nal game w1th Averett, a team that 

had earlier defeated Eastern 

M ennonite 1 -0, was cancelled. 

W&L ended the year at 6-6 and 3-2 

in the ODAC, good enough for third 

p lace. Sarber led the team in scoring 

with seven goals and one assist. His 

scoring proficiency was third best in 

the conference. Netminder Gareis 

finished the year with a 1 . 2 goals 

against average, which was also third 

in the OOAC. Captain Holmes was 

named to the AII-ODAC first team for 

the second year in a row.

A 1 -5 record may not seem all that 

significant at first glance, but then 

this 1 -5 record is worth a second 

look. 

The reason? That "1 " in the win 

column was the f1rst victory by the 

first women's team 1n the history of 

Washington and Lee, the women's 

cross country team. 

Freshman Carolyn Arbogast paced 

the women's team, representing W&L 

in the NCAA Division Ill Southeast 

Regional meet. 

No one said it would be easy, and 

the first season for women's sports 

at W&L had a rocky start. The women 

r unners even had trouble getting 

uniforms to f it . Not only that, the 

t eam's first meet was against D1vision 

I Virginia Commonwealth. 

Despite the early season losses, the 

..... 
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women, led by Arbogast, steadily 

improved and on October 1 9, 1 985, 

history was made. 

Arbogast's third-place finish in a 

three-team meet with West Virginia 

Tech and West Virginia State that 

morning was the difference, placing 

W&L in second place as a team. The 

women, supported by seventh - and 

eighth-place finishes by freshmen 

Stephanie Smith and Kim Eadie, 

outplaced West Virginia State, 43-44, 

to earn their only win of the season. 

Arbogast's continuing improvement 

was rewarded when she qualified for 

the Division Ill regional meet where 

she finished 41 st. an impressive 

accomplishment, given W&L's fledgling 

status, but all the same, perhaps an 

indication of what the future holds for 

women's cross country at W&L. 
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COUNTRY 
The one-two combination of senior 

Eddie Goundry and sophomore Scott 

Rippeon led the Washingt on and Lee 

. men's cross country team in 1 985, a 

season that saw rough weather, two 

coaching awards for long-time head 

coach Dick Miller, and another winn1ng 

season - the seventh in a row - for 

W&L cross country. 

Although the '85 harriers weren't 

able to match 1 9B4's undefeated 

championship season, they w e re able 

to put together a solid B-4 record and 

finish third in the Old Dominion 

Athletic Conference championships. 

That third place marked the sixth 

straight seasons W&L has finished 

fourth or better in the conference. 

Rippeon w as the s eas on's 1nd1v1dual 

standout, p u tting on a late-season 

surge and overcoming extremely hot 

and hum1d w eather to qualify for the 

D ivision Ill nat1onal championsh ips. 

where he finished 1 OBth out o f a f ie ld 

of 1 85. 

The team started whe re 1t had le ft 

off in 1 984 by w inn1ng its fi r s t four 

meets of the season to stretc h 1ts 

unbeaten string to 28, dating back to 

the beginning of the 1 983 season. 

But eventual conference champion 

Roanoake defeated the G enerals in an 

early-season meet at W&L. M1nus key 

performers Goundry a nd junior A sh 

Andrews, W&L placed just one r unner 

- Rippeon - in the top seven and 

f1n1shed 28 po1nts beh1nd the 

Maroons. 

W&L encountered some unforgiving 

weather along the way, 1nclud1ng a 

ra1n-plagued. four-team meet at 

E astern Mennon1te that Miller 

described as "probably one of the 

worst d ays I've ever encountered for 

runn1ng." The Generals f1nished th1rd, 

los1ng to Lync hburg and 

H ampden -Sydney. 

The follow1ng w eekend the harriers 

raced for second p lace w 1th 

H ampden-Sydney and L ynchburg while 

Roanoke w a ltzed off With the 

c onference crown. The Generals 

cla imed a third -place f1nish in t h e m eet 

as just three points s epara ted t h e 

three teams. Once again Goundry led 

the squad. finishing s ix th. Rippeon, 

Andrews. freshman M1chae l W atso n 

and senior Ron M oody and JUnior T e d 

Myers added the needed s upport to 

place the Generals one po1n t ahea d of 

rival Lynchburg. 

At the Division Ill Southeast 

Reg1onals in Atlanta, R1ppeon was t h e 

star, leading the team to a third -place 

finish at the meet and qualifying for 

nationals on a day that saw many 

runners drop out of the race due to 

the humidity and SO-degree 

temperatures. Rippeon. aga1n show1ng 

he was not averse to less than ideal 

running conditions f1nished fifth 1n the 

meet. 

Rippeon went back to Atlanta for 

the national championships where h e 

was greeted once more by heat and 

humidity as temperatures climbed 1nto 

the 70s. not ideal for runn1ng and 

certainly not expected for 

mid-November. But the sophomores 

wasn't slowed by the heat. actually 

dropping two minutes off his qualifying 

time on the same cours e . R1ppeon 

w as th1rd among the quahf 1ers from 

his reigon and 1 OBth overall. 

The season was a successful one 

both the team and the coach. M iller's

W&L's dean of 

coaches was hon ored w1th two service 

awards. the Walt Cormack Award. for 

h1s s e rvice to track and field in 

V1rg1nia. and the NCAA Coache s ' 

Service Award for his 34 years of

Ther e's a regularity , a consistency 

to Was hington and Lee swimming that 

makes w inning seasons, national 

c hampionships appearances and a few 

All-Americans seem like just another 

one for the books. 

The 1 985-86 season was proof 

positive of that rule, with a twist. 

The twist came in the person of 

Elizabeth Miles, the distance swimmer 

on W&L first women's swim team who 

also happened to earn All-American 

honors in two events. 

The swimmers gave an early indication 

of things to come, or, rather, stars to 

shine with their first meet of the 

season. Senior Tim Stanford qualified 

for the NCAA Division Ill national 

championships in his very first race 

when he won the 1 DO-yard buttrfly in 

the Generals' season-opener, a 68-43 

win over VMI. 

Following suit in the sneak preview 

of coming attractions was the 

three-member women's team who, 

despite losing 57-35 to Mary 8afdwin, 

captured first places 1n five of the 

seven events it entered. Leading the 

way early and all season long for the 

women (who would not win a meet all 

season because of their insufficient 

number) was Miles, who met the 

national qualifying standard for the 

500-yard freestyle in the women's 

second meet of the season. 

The swimmers prepared for the 

second half of their season in 

traditional fashion by returning early 

from Christmas break to spend a few 

extra days 1n the water. The practice 

over bre ak included a 1 D. 000-yard 

s wim on New Year's Eve. 

The hard work paid off when the 

Generals resumed dual meet 

c ompetition. After falling to Dvis1on I 

.James Madison, the W&L men won a 

pair in a double dual m e et with 

Frostburg State and G e orge town. 

The men got the w1 n despite a 

number of inJUries. Miles contin u ed to 

shine for t h e wom e n's team , taking 

two firsts and a second in her three 

reaces at the meet. 

W&L got the w1ns by building early 

leads and hanging on through the final 

events, a strategy that also worked 

very nicely in the men's over Towson 

State, a 65-4 7 victory that saw the 

Generals get off to a 36-7 lead. 
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W&L split 1ts f1nal four meets as the 

season bega n to po1nt to the 

conference and nat1onal 

champ1onsh1ps. The back·to-back 

losses came at S h epherd 1n an upset 

and to Gettysburg 1n a meet that 

h1ghlighted the ta lents of freshmen 

O av1d Reavy and Moose Herr1ng, 

W1nners in the 200-yard breaststroke 

and the 500-yard freestyle, 

r espective ly.

H ead coach Page Remillard ca lled the 

meet "beyond our expectations and 

beyond our dreams" as s 1x men 

qualif1ed for t he nat1onal 

champ1onships 1n the three-day event. 

Stanford was pehnomenal the ent1re 

w eekend, sett1ng meet and pool 

records 1n the 1 DO-yard butterfly and 

a meet record in the 200-fly . .Jun1or 

.Jay ReVIlle qualif1ed for nat1ona ls 1n 

three e vents at Tri-States, as well. 

M1les captured a f1rst and two 

seconds at the meet to lead the W&L 

women to a f1nish that had Remillard 

looking towa rd the future. Sa1d the 

W &L mentor: "If we d1dn't f1nish last 

this year, we'll never f1n1sh last. " H e 

c 1ted the performances of freshmen 

N ancy Wha len and Emily B evill as 

cruc1al to that result. 

The G enerals sent seven sw1mmers 

to the nat1ona l champ1onsh1ps:

M att Brady. Three - Stanford. 

ReVille and M1les - brought home 

All-American honors JUSt like 

clockwork. Stanford cont1nued h1s 

outstanding performances, f1n1sh1ng 

second 1n the 200-fly and th1rd 1n the 

200-fly. 

Al l 1n all. 1t was another 1mpress1ve 

fin1sh for the W ash1ngton and L ee 

sw1mrning program, a program that 

now 1ncludes successful women as 

w e ll as successful men. 
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BASKETBALL 

You should have known something 

was up when Washington and Lee 

head basketball coach Verne Canfield 

talked in hushed tones during the 

Generals' preseason, using phrases 

like "there are some good things 

happening that might not show 

initially." 

You should have known that the 

conference coaches' poll that picked 

W&L to finish seventh of eight teams 

was going to serve more good than 

harm. 

You should have know that despite 

all of this and the fact that his 

1 985-86 Generals had no seniors and 

only two players with any kind of past 

playing experience, Verne Canfield 

would produce nothing other than a 

winner. 

You should have known all of these 

things and then the 1 985-86 W&L 

basketball season would have been 

less surprising. 

The Generals had their best year 

conference-wise s1nce 1 982 thanks to 

a late-season rush that took W&L all 

the way to the Old Dominion Athletic 

Conference tournament championship 

game. 

The season started with the 

Thanksgiving break W&L Pizza Hut 

Tip-Off Tournament, which featured 

three strong teams, all corning off 

winn1ng records. In the opener. the 

Generals nearly knocked off Salisbury 

26-l 

State, a top 1 0 team a year ago. 

Bouncing off the two-point, overtime 

loss to the Sea Gulls, W&L went out 

and controlled the consolation 

rnatchup w1th NAIA powerhouse 

Castleton St, winn1ng 78-69. 

The early stars - as they would be 

throughout the 1 SB5-B6 campaign -

were junior forward .Jeff Harralson, 

who averaged 1 5. 3 points per game 

and sophomore guard Steve Hancock. 

who tossed in 1 5 a game. Hancock led 

the team w1th 27 points in Game 1 . 

while Harralson paced the Generals' in 

Game 2 with 21 . One or the other 

would be the leading scorer in 23 of 

the Generals' 27 games. 

After an aberration loss at Emory, 

W&L stood the OOAC pollsters on 

their ears with a 65-57 defeat of 

Hampden-Sydney, the squad picked to 

finish first in the conference. The 

Generals were brought back to earth 

by one of the conference's hottest 

teams at the time. Lynchburg. with a 

66-5B loss on the road, but carne 

back to close out the fall term with 

wins over Greensboro and Cortland 

State. 

Returning from Christmas break to 

host the W&L Invitational , the 

Generals kept the ball rolling by 

winning four of five games in the first 

two weeks of .January. The only loss 

was in the championship game of the 

Invitational, 67-66 defeat at the 

hands of Nazareth. 

But the streak also included the 

season's biggest win, a 44-42 thriller 

over arch-rival Roanoke. In a game 

plagued by cold shooting, W&L led by 

a 1 9-4 count at half but fell behind by 

six before taking the lead for good in 

the final minute of play with a lay-in by 

Harralson off an excellent feed from 

playrnaker Fred Bissinger. 

The four wins in the streak put the 

Generals in f1rst place in the 

conference, but the celebrating was 

cut short in a big way when the team 

fell under a five-game losing spell that 

included four conference games and 

two one-point losses. W&L was not 

helped any by injuries to Hancock 

(shoulder) and sophomore center 

Harrnen Harden. 

Hancock carne back and eventually

Quietly, b u t steadily, t h e Wash1ngton 

and Lee wrestlers had a great season 

in 1 9B5-B6, perhaps their best 1n at 

least a decade. 

W&L sent two wrestlers - seniors 

Larry Ank er and Win Phill ips to the 

national charnpionships, the f irst tirne 

that's happened to any General 

wrestler in 1 0 years. Along the way, 

Ank er, Phillips and Co. won nine of 1 1 

dual rneets. 

The 1 9B5-B6 carnpaign opened with 

the pre-exarn, eight-tearn W&L 

Invitational where the untested 

Generals surprised thernselves with a 

second-place finish. Anker took the 

crown at 1 42 lbs., while sophornore 

Kevin McNarnara was first at 1 50. 

Senior co-captain Brian Lifsted (126 

lbs. J added a second place to the 

Generals' tearn total, as did Phillips 

(167). 

The dual-rneet season got off to a 

raging start with a 35-1 3 defeat of 

Newport News Apprentice. After 

falling behind early, W&L bolted to an 

1 B-2 rnid-rnatch spurt to assurne 
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control in the wrestlers' only rneet 

before exarns. 

The Christrnas break lay-off didn't 

bother W&L all that rnuch as it carne 

back to Lexington to win its next three 

contests against Loyola, 

Harnpden-Sydney and .Johns Hopkins. 

The Generals again shutdown their 

opponents, allowing thern an average 

of seven points a rnatch.

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LACROSSE 
The enti re Washington and Lee 

lacrosse season - and perhaps the 

entire program - were typified on a 

sunny afternoon in Baltimore in May. 

That day, W&L lost to a 

middle-of-the-road Division I program 

in the Universisty of 

Maryland-Baltimore County. But it 

was the way that game went that 

paralleled the 1 9B6 season. The 

Generals raced to a 5-2 lead against 

the Retreivers, playing what may have 

been their best half all season, but by 

the end of the third quarter W&L had 

been outscored 1 0 -2 and went on to 

lose the game, 17-B. 

The scoring run and the Division I 

mismatch were typical of the 

Generals' 1 986 season, a season 

that started with hope of getting the 

Division 1-Division Ill monkey off their 

backs but in the end only served as 

more fuel for the debate that was 

resolved with the Board of Trustees ' 

decision to reclassify lacrosse as a 

Division Ill s port. 

But at the start of the season and 

through the first five games the talk 

was of a bid to the Division I national 

tournament and not of relegation. 

After a tough, one-goal loss at Duke 

- a team that just missed a bid to the 

national tournament - to open the 

season, the Generals came home with 

guns a-blazing' in a 28-1 

pistolwhipping of Virginia Tech. 

The 28-1 count marked a school 

record for number of goals scored 

and was a showcase for W&L's 

offensive talent. Senior attackman 

G. T. Corrigan scored a hat trick in the 

first period as W&L bolted to a 7-0 

lead against the outclassed Hokies. 

Dartmouth was the nex t victim on 

the Generals' early-season run. The 

1 7-1 2 victory was important for the 

team as a confidence-building win over 

a "name" opponent. It was this week 

that junior goalie -John Church 

emerged as a force, stopping 22 

Dartmouth shots and earning the 

game's Defensive MVP honors from 

his teammates.

Senior tri -captain B1ll 

Holmes' four goals paced the W&L 

effort. 

The Notre Dame win set the stage 

for a cru cial test of where W&L was 1n 

the Divis 1on I scheme of things. The 

following Saturday the Generals faced 

Divsion I top tenner Towson State and 

the fourth quarter went to Towson 

State as the fourth quarter the w eek 

before had gone to the W ahoos. 

W&L fell beh1nd but tied the game at 

nine early 1n the final per1od, only to 

have Towson rega1n control and score 

the game's last three goals to w1n 

12-9. 
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T h e team went into the spr1ng break 

on a positive n ote with a 2 0 -2 

destr uction of cross-town lacrosse 

neophytes VMI that raised the 

Generals' record to 4-3. But the 

curtain more or less came down on 

any tournament hopes and really any 

hopes for a winning season With a 

26-2 d 1saster at Cornell in the m1ddle 

of spr1ng break. 

The B1g Red JUmped out to an 1 B-0 

f1rst-half lead and scored on nine of 

the 1r first 1 1 shots, leav1ng W&L 

w1 s h1ng t h ey had stayed in Lexington 

for the break . The def eat w as the 

wors t 1n W&L lacr osse his tory , and 

may h a ve had a last1ng impact on t h e 

team for the r e m a inder of the season. 

After an easy 21 -2 victory over 

Radford - the th1rd t ime t he Generals 

had scored ove r 20 g o a ls a nd the 

th1rd t 1me they had won by a t least 1 8 

goals - the wheel s c ame off t o the 

1 986 season a s W&L los t its last 

four games. 

With a 5-4 record after the R a dford 

win, Daly and h1s troops felt a w1nn1ng 

season - the first s 1nce 1 982 - w as 

certa inly w1thin reach, g1ven that two 

of the final four opponents were 

Division Ill and the other two were not 

in D1vision l's top 1 0. 

But 1t was not to be, the b1g 

demoralizing blow coming in Game 1 0, 

a back-and-forth affa1r w1th Divi s ion 

Ill's second-ranked squad,, W ash1ngton 

College. At game's end, the Genera ls 

had come up just one goal shy of t he 

Sharemen. 

It was another loss whose effe cts 

went beyond the 60 m1nutes of play 

as five days later the Generals 

traveled to Roanoke and were upset 

by the D1v1sion Ill M aroons 1 7 - 1 4.

The season concluded w1th 

back-to-beck s1milar losses to Loyola 

and UMBC.

Head coach .Jim Murdock called for 

more hitting and scoring if h is team 

was to win games.

o n e of the Generals' next five games, 

a 1 0 -4 thumping of Eastern 

Mennonite, to ans wer Murdock's 

r equest. Unfortunate ly, it w as a b s ent 

in Games 3, 4, 6 and 7 .

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After getting 1 5 hits in the 

Menonite win, W&L could only muster 

a total of 21 h it s and f ive runs in the 

four losses. Thre e of the defeats 

came at t he hands of Old Dominion 

Athletic Conferenc e foes. 

W&L then put on the h it parade for 

one mor e s how, exploding for nine 

runs in the first game of a 

dooubleheader with Hampden-Sydney. 

Sophomore outfielder Carter Steuart 

went four-for-five and scored four 

times, junior catc her Bill Curtis s hit a 

two-run homer and drove in four runs 

and junior Milam Turner - who led t he 

team at season's end in average, RBI, 

doubles and slugging percentage -

drove in three to give the Generals' 

their second win agains t five defeats. 

But again, it was only a brief 

appearance for W&L hitting, as the 

second game went to the Tigers 3 -0. 

The ODAC's second-place team, 

Lynchburg, was nex t up for the 

Generals, and the Hornets stung W&L 

by a 21 -6 count.

28-17 loss to VMI- the Generals 

moved into the conference 

tournament where they faced 

Hampden-Sydney, a team they had 

s plit a doubleheader w1th earlier 1n the 

season . 

A s justice would have 1t, W&L saved 

its best effort for 1ts f1na l e1ght 

1nn1ngs. Holding the Tigers to one run 

for most of the game, W&L had a fine 

defens ive effort and got good p1tch1ng 

from Schoettelkotte, who led the 

team in strikeouts 1n 1 986, record1ng 

58. Unfortunately, the n1nth 1nn1ng 

came and w1th it a three-run explos1on 

that gave t h e Tigers the game. 

Needless to say, the 1 5 men W&L left 

on base dtdn't make the loss any 

easter to take. 

So, the season e nded as 1t begun, 

w1th a loss, a loss at the hands of 

perhaps the Generals' toughest 

opponent all season, themselves. 
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With four starters r eturning to t he 

1 986 Washing t on and Lee golf team, 

head coach Suck Leslie was pleased 

with what he had and with what the 

future held. He would be rewarded 

with s uccess but he would have to 

wait just a little while for it . 

Des p1te the numbers, however, 

s u c cess was not immediate for the 

W&L linksters. but it d id come. The 

s eason started w ith sophomore Gary 

Campbell's team-leading low rounds at 

the .James Madison Invitational where 

t he Generals were able to f inish 1 1 th 

out of 24 teams in the primarily 

Division I tournament.

.John Gammage paced the Generals 

with a two-day total of 1 58. 

The Generals recorded two more 

wins to conclude their dual-match 

schedule at 4-0. The victories over 

Shenandoah (by 36 strokes) and 

Bridgewater (by two strokes) gave 

Buck Leslie his 1 2th straight winning 

season and h is fourth untarnished 

mark in the last six years. 

The stage was set for the Old 

Dominion Athletic Conference 

championships. The Generals nearly 

stole the show with a conference-low 

second round of 31 B. but a superb 

second round from ODAC 

Player-of-the-Year Sam Wallace gave 

the Tigers the title by just three 

strokes.

Ranked sixth in the nation by the 

preseason coaches' poll, the netters 

faced a tough schedule that included 

1 3 Division I opponents. And indeed,

- all to Division I opponents. 

Things changed dramatically with 

match No. 4, a 5-4 defeat of William 

and Mary. The Generals shocked the 

Tribe by taking two of the three 

doubles contests.
