By Thursday
evening all the speakers for the
celebration had sucoceded in con-
tracting horrible voices, destroying
colds and answered ina hoarse whis
per when inquiries were made about
their spesches, that they were mis-
erably prepared and were sure of

making a failure, Verily the newI

membees of Graham-Lee must have
been alarmed about their celebra-
tion, if indeed they were going to
have any. But there are others of
us who attribute ull such statements
to that innate oratorical modesty
which every man who speaks seems
to possess in so marked a degree,
The outeome proved that there,
should have been no ground for un-
easiness, s the celebration was fully
up to the average and passed off
very smoothly. *

President Ott, in a few brief,
well chosen words, greeted the au-
dience and referred to him on whose
birthday the celebration  was held,
und then introdnced the first speak-
er, Mr. W. W. Glass, Jr.,, whose
subject was “The Assimilutive Pow-
er of the Republic.” Mr. Glass
spoke first of the greatness of our
government and of the wonderful
things America hab accomplished in
a little over a century of national
life. Next he took up the dangers
she has to face and then asked
whether or not she could meet them
successfully. The answer, he said,
rested with the youth of our land,
if webut return to the paths our
forefathers trod there need be no
fear for the future,

“Reflections at the End of t.he
Century”  was the subject of Mr,
Cangey’s oration, It was along very
much the same line as Mr. Glass's.
He spoke of the glory of our coun-
try and of the many trials through
which she had passed successfully.
He also touched upon some of the

many things which happened dor-
ing the century that is axlmost gone,
He then turned his attetion to im-
perialism, which he denoanced e
the greatest evil of the day. He
reviewed graphically the rise wid
full of the various _modern nations
which have adopted an imperial
policy, and prophesied a similar fiate |
for England. The oration dunedl
with an  appropriate quotation, '
“The Building of the Ship.”

Mr. W. J. lmluk of West Vir- |
ginin, opened on the affirmntive, He
declured that u municipality exists
for the purpose of conferring the
greatest good o the greutest num-
ber, that  private frunchise was in
reality asort of protective tariff
that the government hus u right to
operate anything, if in so doing it
benefits the public and that pnblic
operution  of water works, eicettrie
light plunts, ete., proved u blessing
to all the cities where it had: been
adopted.

M. Pendleton  of Virginia, al-
though alone, ably defended the ne-
gative,  His stutement of the cuse
was perhaps the clearest of the three, |
He gave five arguments for the
affirmative, and  then tukmg each |
one u-pamlel\ he answered it, very,
effeotively, using vumerons illustru-
tions to show what he meant. He
dwelt ut some length on the politi-
eal corruption of vur country, which
was certainly a well wken point,
Mr. Pendleton’s speech was  clear
and thoughtful threnghout.

Mr. Bigg, the Inst speaker, closed
for the affirmative. He was much
at ease on his feet und his flow of
langnage was smooth and uninter-
rupted, It wasa source of regret
to his friends that he hud not had
sufficient time to ' memorize his de-
bate more perfectly, na it was a very
convineing one, He paid  his res-
pects to monopolies, which  he said
were robbing the people, that fran-
chises which were gold mines in
themselves, were constantly being
given away and the people were un-
duly burdened on this account. He
also treated of corruption from an-

other point of view, and gave some
examples of the wnrkings of the pub-
lic franchise.

After Mr. Biggs had finished the
band played.

Regular
practioe duels are funght hefure the
club members as well s challeng-
ed duels. A light sword is the usual
weapon, though sabres are used in
case of grave offenses. The vital
parts of the body are protected ani
as all strokes are male from above,
the results are woun:ls on the face
and head which are rarely very ser-
ious, but which afford the much
coveted scars,

Club men are divided into two
classes, the freshmen and the older
members, who have fought as many
as five duels, when they are allowed
to assume the sash ‘and the third

" color of the elub. Dueling may al-
most be said to  be tolerated by the
university and state authorities,

German students have many priv-
ileges, are exempt from arrest as
long as they bear their student
cards. Imprisonment can be enfore-
ed by the university authorities,and
every university has its own jail,
which'is usually well filled.

Feminine soeiety is not much
sought after. A man is rarely seen

on the staect in company with a
woman, unless he is engaged to her.
The one exception to this is on the
Saturday  afternoon
Mariaspring,when the student loufer
rouses himself, walksup to any
chaperon, introduces himself and

Some club honses
have been recently built, but before
each club had its own beer-garden
and restaurant, where strungers
came only oninvitation. Beer feasts
are held once or  twice & month, in
summer in  the open wir, in winter
in the taverns,

lifi: of the loafer is picturesque and
romuntic, quite meldieval in its
spirit, but is slowly giving way be
fore the stress of modern ideas.

On Wednesday morning at chapel
Professor Tucker announced thut
Hon. William Draper, our ambas-
sudor to Rome, had endowed a
scholarship in International Law, to
be called by his name, and which
is & valuable acquisition to our uni-
versity.

He then introduced Dr. Parker
Willis, the speaker for the morning,
who began by sayiog that he had no
reminiscences of German  student
life to relate, but wished to speak on
a subject which was to him very in-
teresting, i. e., the conflict of the so-
called natural sciences and the lib-
eral. He said it was impertant that
all sides of the question should be
presented in order to form a just
opinion eoncerning the relutive value
of these branches,

It is u common oceurrence for the
elucated men of today to decry the
work of others, and  for some time
‘effort has been made to decry liber-
al education.  For years the liberal
sciences fed the natural, now the ad-
voeates of the latter are seeking to
brouden their field ut the expense of
the former, [t is clnimed that the
mentul sciences are unsciontifie, that
the nutural are more exnct. But the
student of soviolozy and such sci-
ences may by caretul investigation
obtain results equally certain and
exact, Business men  hoot these
suudies us unpractical ; but they es-
timate the value of an education
merely in terms of dollars, with no
regard for the high culture to be ob.
tained,

The movement to cast aside these
liberal seiences  and substitute the
vataral is not new, but it is very
strong. As a result Harvurd no
longer requires the stuldy of Greek
or Latin for the B. A, degree, and
colleges are making their courses
elective so that these ure omitted hy
the studenta Are technological
and scientific schools to  take the
pluce of the schools of literary cul-
ture ?

It is the undue stress laid on these
that is responsible for the
searcity of good literary productions
in our day,for with the wider spread
knowledge of the language we find
fewer masters of it.

As soon as the genius of o writer
is shown he is bought by magazines
and newspaper gy ndicates and in the
hope of pecuniary reward soon ex-

him and then he is “done for.”
Culm, historical judgment will be
the result of scientific spirit and
will purify polities and  cast off the
bowds of political stuvery.

The iden that science should be
restricted to the narrow field of tech-
nology is absurd and what makes
this age unequal from the stand-
point  of literary production to the
age of Moore in England and other
great ages of culture is the luck of
pions hearts seeking  the teath for
truth’s sake alone.

Regulations for A'thletics.

ADOPTED BY THE PACULTY
vary 20ru, 1900,

JAN-

(A) That the Faculty Committee
on Physical Culture be enlarged so
. to consist of three members,

(B) That the following regula-
tions governing athleties be adopted
by the faculty and published in the
catalogue :

1. The Faeulty committee on
Physical Calture is intrusted with
the generul oversight of field and
track athletics, boat races und other
competitive sports, and is charged
with the management of the gym-
msium and tennis courts, boats and
boat house. )

2. Noone shall be a member of
any University athletic team, or act
as such in any intereolleginte con-
test, who is not at the time of such
contest a regularly mtriculated
student and eligible under the ama
tewr rule,

3. No student will be permitted
to play upon the University football
or baseball tewm,.or row in the an-
nual regatta except aficer examina-
tion by the physical dircetor, and
with the approlation of the commit-
tee on Physienl Culonre,

4. Leave of
granted, by the president, to the
“baseball and footh 1l teams for the
purpose of (pluying intercolleginte
match games, sl leave not to ex-
ceed four days in the session in the
case of either tenn,

5. Nogame shall be finally ur-
ranged, in Lexington or elsewhere,
until the Faenlty Committee on
Physical Calture shall haveapprov-
ed the final arvangements,

6. The athletic tenms shall not
be permitted to leave Lexington to
play a mateh gnme exeept on the
following conditions :

(a) Every outstanding obligation
of the athletic associntion must have
been already paid.

(b) There must be in the treasn-

iheence may  he

ry of the association to the credit of

the team an amount of availuble
cash sufficient to cover the necessary
expenses of the trip to be made, as
estimated by the members of the
Faculty Committee on Physical Cul-
ture.  Any amount guaranteed by
a competing team, or other respon-
sible parties, may be regarded as
available cash.

7. No student under twenty-one
old will he permitted to leave Lex-

ington with either team to play in
a match game, cither as a regulur
member of the feaw or as substitute,
exeept upon written permission of
his parent or guardiun addressed to
the President of the University.

8. Permission will not be given
students to accompany athletic
teams except on holidays, and even
theu only at the discretion of the
president,

9. Any member of any athletic
tenm who is reported for neglect of
his studies or failure to attend his
lectures will be required by the fac-
ulty to sever his connection with
such team,

10, Athletic teams shall not have
contests elsewhere than upon the
University geounds with any except
teams  from other institutions of
learuing.

1L Experts fur purpose of in-
struction may be employed on the
University gronnds, but only with
the written permission of the chair-
man of the Committee on  Physical
Culture.
