Washington and Lee came ofl vie-
torious by a score so closthat it
might seem (o indieate o fast
game. The exacl  reverse was,
however, true, for owing to the
oxtremely b condition of hoth
field and weather the contest was
exceplionnlly  slow.

In o matter of weight Randolph
Macon had slightly the better of
the argument but they were clear-
Iy outelassed in cvery other par-
ticular.  On but very few occi-
sions were they able to advanee
the ball the vequired ten vards,
Washington and Lee mude fre-
quent gains around the ends and
by use of the forward pass; but
these gains were greatly disconnt-
ed by fumbling the balland allow-
ing our opponents to gain posses-
sion of it, and hy penalties for
misuse of the forward s,

Despite all - such diffieulties,
however, Washington and Lee by
n succession of end plays managed
to secure a touchdown near the
close of the first half and goal was
kicked.

At the
end of the first half the ball stood
three and one-third yards in the
territory of the Freshman class,
thus scoring the Sophomore class
three points.

In the second half both elasses
realizod that effective work must he
done, wnd they went into it with
all the vimand strength of Roman
gladintors, It was in this half
that the Freshmen vealized the
disadvantage of having the ball

The permanent wsalis of (he
inerense in numbers are many.
One great consequence isthe vital-
izing of college spirit; that entity
which  has been  evanescent  so
long. To make it veal, nd no long-
er an abstraction, paraded by ed-
itors and ball-temn managers, was
the provinee of the growth of the
University. A stronger proof that
the college spivit at W, & L. today
is not what it wag could hwdly he
found that the organization of
rooting ot the gnmes.  What was
i desultory vattling five of vells or
gibes s now n song or a regular
vell, often arranged for a single
game.  Another great result  of
the new order ig the interest in
class work engendered by compe-
tition.  While this applies so far
only to undergradunte work, it is
within that scope a potent force
for good.

As to methods by which this
prosperity may be rendered per-
manent, there are some dangers
to be indieated and some conerete
suggestions offered:  One  great
danger in  the circumstances is
the appointment of too large a
number of student instructors.
Nuturally the exigencies of the
ense demand an inerense of fae-
ulty, but such an inerense shiould
be made by the appointment of
instructors of  higher attninments
than a college course affords. An-
other danger is the diminution of
interest in literary soviely work.
It wonld seem, at first glance, (hat
an inerease in the number of men
would tend to animate this phase
of the college work, but too often
the reverse is the case, for with
lnrger numbers the socinl attme-
tions of the student body  become
grenfer and the honrs of Saturday
night harder to pass in the society
halls, A pertinent suggestion,
too, it seems to us, is that the
people of Lexington in  general
follow the example of many of its
best families and enlarge the
bourding facilities of the town.
These must be much greaterif W,
& L. is to accommudate the num-
bers that will, without doubt, inn
few years go far beyond the pres-
ent enrollment.

Such, in our view, are the con-
siderations that deserve notice at
this juneture, in order that the
winciples of the past may be em-
wodied in the future of our larger
University, the Gureater Wasn.
